General Information:

WLA will provide financial and technical assistance to landowners, groups and municipalities in the watershed.  Financial assistance will be provided in the form of cost sharing on Best Management Practices (BMPs).  Technical assistance will be offered at no cost to anyone who requests assistance in the watershed.  Landowners are required to share in the cost of construction work, as described below. The landowner will be required to sign a Cost-Share Agreement that states the expected cost, the expected completion date, the kind of BMPs to be installed, and an agreement to maintain the BMP. For work done by a contractor, the WLA reimburses the landowner once the work is completed and inspected and a bill presented. Source of funds is the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) through the Maine Department of Environmental Protection’s (DEP) '319' Nonpoint Source (NPS) Program.

Cost-Share Rates: In general, we offer a $2,000 max grant contribution per site. Multiple sites can be addressed in one project under one cost share agreement.  Sites will be selected based on feasibility and NPS priority. At the Technical Committee’s discretion, the caps can be changed. 
Private Roads:
· Grant pays 70% of the cost of labor and materials or $2,000 per site, whichever is less; landowner(s) pays remainder of the cost
Shoreline Stabilization Projects:

· Grant pays for 70% of the total cost per site or $2,000, whichever is less; landowner pays the remainder of the cost. 

Miscellaneous Private Property Erosion:

· Grant pays for 70% or $2,000 per site, whichever is less; landowner pays remainder of the cost.
Public Roads and Municipalities:

· Grant/landowner contributions are site dependent.  

Site Selection:

WLA will respond to landowner inquiries and assess whether the site is a priority. Size of the site and number of sites within a project are defined by the field staff.  Sites selected for cost-share must be completed and submitted for reimbursement within three months of landowner signing the cost-share agreement. If funds remain, they will be available in 2009.  The following are examples of site work:

· Culvert replacement or Culvert inlet/outlet armoring

· Construction/stabilization of ditches
· Stabilizing/vegetating exposed soil

· Shoreline stabilization (armoring)

· Installing a vegetated buffer 

· Road crowning and gravel installation

· Dry well, French drain, water bar, etc.
